In Captain Nemo, Arman pays tribute to Jules Verne's visionary universe by embodying the spirit of the
famous captain of the Nautilus. This monumental sculpture, standing at 5.85 meters tall, is a spectacular
accumulation of copper perfume stills, evoking both the complex machinery of the submarine and the rich
imagination of extraordinary voyages.

First presented during the open-air exhibition "Les Champs de la Sculpture" in Paris in 1996, which took
place along the Champs-Elysées between the Rond-Point and Place de la Concorde, this work continues
Arman's exploration of accumulation and the transformation of everyday objects into artistic artifacts. By
merging Verne's literary references with his own artistic language, Arman creates a piece that questions
the boundary between technology and poetry, science and fiction.

Captain Nemo thus stands as a contemporary totem, celebrating the spirit of adventure and innovation
that animates both Verne's and Arman's works.
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
