Dan Gunn work draws on the visual language and cultural folklore of
the American Midwest, merging traditional craftsmanship with
contemporary practices. Through intricate wooden draperies, paper
collages, and ceramic sculptures, Dan explores human relationships,
memory, and a deep sense of place both past and present.

Gunn’s intricately carved wooden “tapestries” are enigmatic
compositions that invite viewers to look beyond the surface. His work
forges a symbolic relationship between material and image,
incorporating motifs drawn from the “Index of American Design”. He
draws inspiration from material in motion—the buckling of a fabric
curtain, the sleeves of a garment, or expanding screens—arranged to
emphasize the rhythm and formal movement of their folds. From this
initial observation, he meticulously hand-cuts and hand-dyes plywood
segments, sewn together with nylon cord to evoke the appearance of
hanging fabric. Through this Ilabor-intensive process, Gunn
transforms the fleeting qualities of drapery into something
architectural and enduring—softness translated into structure. Dan
Gunn invites viewers to reconsider the visual and ideological
landscapes that shape American identity.
